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The traditional and distinctive De La Salle College Malvern uniform is designed to be contemporary,
practical and worn with pride. There is flexibility and options depending on the time of year and timetabling
schedule. 

Students who fail to meet College expectations regarding appearance and uniform may be sent home
by the relevant Head of School. 

All items of clothing should be clearly marked with the student’s name. 

Students are expected to wear clothing which is clean, tidy and well maintained. Refer to the full Student 
Uniform Policy for further information. 

Footwear All students are required to wear plain, black, leather, polishable, lace up shoes, with no 
visible logos or branding with the school uniform, without exception. Black runners are 
not permitted. 
Hair must be well groomed, clean, neat and tidy. Hair must be off the face and above 
the eyebrows and collar. Extreme hairstyles, including colouring, are not permitted. 
Visible jewellery and tattoos are not permitted. 
Facial hair is not permitted. Students are required to be clean shaven.

College Uniform 
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The full school uniform is the winter uniform, which must be worn in Terms 2 and 3. Students must
wear their winter shirt tucked in with tie and blazer but can wear shorts rather than trousers if they
prefer. In Terms 1 and 4, students have the option of wearing the full summer uniform. 

Shirt White, long sleeve shirt. This must always to be worn with the College tie and 
tucked in. 
Trousers must be well-fitted, not excessively baggy or oversized, and worn with a 
black belt. 
Navy blue monogrammed pullover. The College pullover may be worn in winter or 
summer however it is not to be worn as an outer garment. 
The College blazer is the external garment to be worn to and from school 
and to all assemblies. 
Grey or black socks. Or blue marle socks if shorts are worn. 
Plain, black, leather, polishable, lace up shoes, with no visible logos or branding, 
without exception. Black runners are not permitted. Shoes to be clean and 
polished.

Please note: The spray jacket is being phased out and replaced by
the new softshell jacket. However, students may continue to wear the spray jacket until the end of 2026.

outside the shorts. As an alternative, students are permitted to wear their winter shirt
with tie and blazer, with the shirt tucked in.

Students are only permitted to wear the sports uniform on days when they have a double period of 
Discovery, which will be allocated to Physical Education. 

Years 10–12 

Year 10 students are only permitted to wear their sports uniform when they have their timetabled 
PE classes. Year 11 and 12 students are only permitted to wear their sports uniform on 
Wednesdays to attend internal or ACC Sport. The sports uniform is not to be worn to or from 
school.
